As seniors you are young adults. Adults accept the responsibility of the choices they make; therefore, it is best to know the rules and what is expected of you so you can make wise choices. 

Classroom Rules

1. Be respectful to everyone in the room at all times.

2. Be organized
3. Be responsible
Consequences 

The consequences for these rules will vary depending on the severity of the action. Consequences for missing deadlines are stated below, but other consequences may be a call home to parents, loss of preferred activity time, demerits, conference with parents, or an office referral. 

Deadlines for projects and papers
1. Projects and papers must be submitted at the beginning of the period on the assigned due date. 

2. Any paper or assignment turned in late the same day that assignment is due will be lowered 50%. This includes work turned in at the end of any particular class.

3. Assignments will be given a ZERO if turned in one day late. If you cannot get the paper turned in on the due date, it will result in a zero in the grade book.

4. When a peer editing day is scheduled, you must have your typed, completed rough draft; if the paper is not completed on that day, you will lose 50% of the points for your final paper. If you are absent on the day of peer editing, your final paper due date does not get pushed back, you simply forfeit the opportunity to have your paper reviewed.

Format for papers and projects
You all learned the basic expectations for papers and written assignments last year; I will expect your work to be done to these standards. I will not review grammar, so if you need help, come see me. 
1. First and foremost, no excuses about computer failure, printer failure, or computer unavailability will be accepted. You are adults; you figure out how to get the paper done on time.
2. Any in-class written assignments must be done on loose-leaf paper. You must have paper every day. 

3. All formal papers must be typed. The standard format rules apply unless specifically told differently. The following format rules should be followed:

4. This class will follow MLA guidelines for writing papers. 

Make-up Work
1. Daily assignments and class work completed while a student is absent may be made up without penalty according to corporation guidelines. Unexcused absences forfeit the opportunity to make up any work. You are responsible for this, not me. Any AU, OS, or DT will result in zeroes at the end of each quarter. 
2. I will be available before and after school for help on material covered while the student was absent. I will not take up class time to explain the work missed. It is your job to set up a time before or after school to discuss this.

3. All tests missed with excused absences will be made up during the lunch periods in the testing rooms. Unexcused absences will receive a zero for any missed tests.

Cheating and Plagiarism

1. Students caught cheating on tests or any assignment will be penalized with a zero for that assignment. 

2. Plagiarism—the use of another person’s words, ideas, or images without giving the proper credit—is the same as cheating and/or lying in my eyes. It will not be tolerated! Students caught plagiarizing will receive a zero for the assignment. 
Group projects, papers, and presentations

There are a number of group projects and presentations planned throughout the year. To help with scheduling, groups will be assigned a day to go in advance (usually chosen by the students). If a group fails to present on the day they are assigned because they are unprepared or one of the members is absent, their presentation will go to the end of the schedule and the grade will be penalized 50 %.  If the absence cannot be avoided (due to hospital stay or major illness) something may be worked out between the student and the myself.
Senior Memory Book Content

Although the Senior Memory Book is a collection of memories through pictures and other paper trails, remember that what you put in your book reflects who you are. Pictures that include alcohol, drugs, and any other questionable behavior will be dealt with severely. Make sure you use your judgment (and common sense) when putting together this book.
