Instructions for Paper Corrections
I firmly believe that one of the most valuable parts of the writing process is to revise and redraft. You have all completed two drafts at this point in your process. I am going to allow you to make one more draft for the FINAL, final draft. I truly hope that you will learn from every mistake you make, for after all this is where the real learning takes place.
Here’s how to get the points back…

1) All you need from this packet is your final draft and the graded rubric you got back from me today.
2) Go through the final draft and analyze why the points were taken off. For example, a number of you failed to USE every source listed on your Works Cited page in the text of your paper. You must fix this either by citing every source or including the entries for the sources you did use. You will make ALL corrections in grammar and format as well as content. 
3) Once you have all the corrections made, you will need to print out another copy with all the corrections made --- this is basically a Final final copy. I want you to go through the paper and highlight where you made corrections. This will show me where I need to direct my focus.
4) Staple the new paper in the following order: Corrected paper on top, then the graded paper, and finally the grade sheet given back to you on Tuesday. What I will do is go through and make sure you made all the corrections needed. If you received a zero, I will allow you the chance to correct things in order to make 100 out of 200. 
I will accept these papers on Monday, November 14 at the beginning of class. I will accept no excuses as to why they are late, and I will also not allow anyone to go to the library at the beginning of class to print his or her paper out. Same rules apply. If you are not here on Monday, it needs to be in my mailbox.
If you achieve complete correction of the papers, I will give you half credit back. This is extremely helpful to your grades. For example, if someone received a 140/ 200 for his or her grade. This is a 70%  D. With complete corrections made, this raises him or her to a 170/200. This is now an 85%  B- . The main idea here is that you are earning your points back; they will not be given to you! If you want them badly enough, you’ll do the work.
